It is now time to start thinking about who will represent our
club next year as our 39" K ohoku Exchange Student. Thisisa
fantastic opportunity and life changing experience for the
chosen student who will represent our club as the 39" ambas-
sador that we will send to Japan. Listed below are the basic
reguirements and timing for this program.

Who IsEligible: Our first choiceis to have a child or grand-
child of aWalnut Creek Rotarian represent us. If this cannot
be done we will extend our search to nieces and nephews. We
have found it is best for the participant to be at least 19 years
old and a college student and it is even better if they are afew
years older. The older and more mature the participant, the
more they get out of it and the better the ambassador they are.

When Is The Exchange: The student leaves for Japan in the
second to third week of July and is gone for four weeks. Please
check your school schedule carefully before applying.

What |s Expected Of the Participant: The chosen partici-
pant is expected to be amodel citizen while in Japan and re-
member at all times that they are representing our Club, Ro-
tary, and our Country in a program that has existed for 39
years. They are also expected to act accordingly and appropri-
ately at all times during the exchange and be open to new ex-
periences as they learn about a very different foreign culture.

What |s Expected Of the Participant’s Family: The fam-
ily is expected to host the incoming student for 4-5 days,
preferably after our student returns home. They are also ex-
pected to be actively involved with the arrival and send off of
the incoming Japanese student. They are also expected to
organize and run the following year’s exchange program.

What Cost IsInvolved: The club pays for the airfare and all
living expenses are paid for by the host families in Japan, just
as we do on this end. The participant only needs to take
spending money for shopping and incidentals.

If you have someone who isinterested in
being considered be sure they are aware of what isinvolved and
are willing to accept all of the aforementioned conditions and
then contact Rick Mathews @ rbom8@shcglobal .net.

the ideal ambassador for this exchange, any other pertinent
information that would enhance their candidacy, how they
can be reached, and when they will be available to interview if
away at school. We will plan on interviewing candidates in
December and make a decision around the first of 2006.
