ShelterBox containers reach devas-

tated areas in Myanmar

[The following is an update on the report printed last
week about Shelterbox relief supplies actually reach-
ing Cyclone Nargis victims. Once again, dedicated
Rotary volunteers cut through governmental red tape
and overcome political barriers to get help to victims
of a natural disaster.]

Almost two weeks after Cyclone Nargis devastated
the delta region of Myanmar, an aid flight carrying
1,050 containers of relief supplies arrived from the
United Kingdom on 16 May at the Yangon airport.
The plane was chartered by Cornwall-based charity
ShelterBox, a grassroots disaster relief organization
supported by Rotary clubs around the world. Shelter-
Box was one of the first outside relief organizations to
be allowed into the country, where the powerful 3
May cyclone left more than 134,000 people dead or
missing.

Onboard the DC-10 were two American volunteers to
support the four ShelterBox response team members
from the UK who have been in Yangon since 8 May
distributing the initial shipment of 644 boxes contain-
ing tents, mosquito nets, tools, water-purifying tablets,
and other essential aid items. The Americans are Pat-
rick Olson, a college textbook publisher and member
of the Rotary Club of Plymouth, Michigan, and David
Eby, a property appraiser from Brentwood, Tennessee.
Working with local authorities, the team unloaded the
containers onto trucks for transport to the outlying
Irrawaddy Delta region, where the need is the greatest.
"Five hundred boxes, plus 50 blue (water purification
kit) boxes are planned to be distributed to Ngaputaw,
Haigyi Island, in the southwest delta region, 250
boxes to Labutta Delta, and 250 to Bogale," team
leader lan Neal said from Yangon.

Neal, a Cornish firefighter, said that over the last week
his team worked closely with local authorities in Yan-
gon to get the supplies into the affected area. The
ShelterBox crew also held "train the trainer" sessions
to teach Burmese fire and emergency officers how to
use the ShelterBox contents and set up the tents.

[And in a related story, 400 Shelterboxes were distrib-
uted in China’s Sichuan province, to provide emergency
shelter to victims of the recent massive earthquake
which has displaced millions.]

Four hundred ShelterBox containers will reach China’s
Sichuan Province this weekend to help alleviate the
acute housing shortage after a 12 May earthquake there
left 50,000 people dead and more than five million
homeless. Another 400 containers are en route to the
area.

Each container provides a tent, stove, water purification
kit, blankets, tools, and other necessities to help a family
of 10 survive for six months. ShelterBox is a UK-based
disaster relief organization supported by Rotary clubs
around the world.

At the request of the Chinese government, ShelterBox
will also provide an additional 1,700 tents. Chinese offi-
cials have made urgent appeals to the international com-
munity for tents. News agencies are reporting that refu-
gees flocking to the cities are sleeping in any spot they
can find, many in sports stadiums and in makeshift tents.
Three ShelterBox response team members are in
Chengdu, the capital of Sichuan, to help distribute the
aid. "The enormity of it is far bigger than anything |
have seen before," Tom Lay, ShelterBox team member,
told BBC News.

LifeBox, a charitable project of the Rotary Club of
Denton and Audenshaw in Manchester, England, is also
contributing to disaster relief in Sichuan. One hundred
LifeBox containers, which include tools, clothes, blan-
kets, and baby items as well as a water purification tool
called LifeStraw, have been sent to the province, along
with 1,200 additional LifeStraws.

At the receiving end, Rotary clubs in China are helping
pave the way for organizations like ShelterBox and Life-
Box to enter the disaster area, securing permits for the
boxes.

The Rotary Club of Beijing, located more than 900
miles away from the disaster area, is discussing earth-
quake relief projects. They plan to purchase US$4,000

of baby formula to distribute in the affected area. They
are also fundraising. Beijing club members contributed
more than $1,000 to earthquake relief at their meeting
the day after the earthquake hit. Club president Mike Ma
also said some funds from an annual charity ball next
week, which will be attended by RI President-elect
Dong Kurn Lee, will be redirected for earthquake relief.
"There are already discussions about an after-earthquake
mental health consultation project working with China
Red Cross and disaster area reconstruction projects,"
said Ma. "We are also studying the more long-term, sig-
nificant reconstruction project possibilities to take on."
